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Terms & Conditions for the bid winner /
participation
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1. Supply & Delivery of Food Commodities in
Arghanjkhwah, Kohistan, Koran-wa-
Monjan, Raghestan and Yawan districts of
Badakhshan Province as described in
Annex (l) based on agreed schedules.

Note: NAC will be responsible for
distribution of food commodities to
beneficiaries at the 12 agreed distribution
points
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2. NAC technical staff will inspect the food
commodities before shipment and at the
delivery points in the targeted districts.
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3. The bidders must provide complete
information regarding the food
commodities (e.g. quality, weight of each
package, and country of origin); otherwise,
the offer will not be accepted.
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4. Prices shall be given in Afghani (AFN) and
shall be specified as follows:

a. Prices of commodities for LOT 1 as
described in Annex | for delivery in
Faizabad in late-July based on an
agreed schedule (incl. transportation,
loading and offloading)

b. Prices for secondary transportation of
LOT 1 from Faizabad to distribution
points as described in Annex |,
including offloading

c. For LOT 2: The bidder will specify
competitive market prices in July
(Annex Il) for delivery in August

d. For LOT 3: The bidder will specify
competitive market prices in August
(Annex Il1) for delivery in September
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e. Conditions for LOT 2 and 3 will remain
the same as for LOT 1 (Annex |, Il and
1))
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Technical and financial bids without
signatures and stamp will not be accepted
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Bids must include completed, signed, and
stamped forms V1, V2 and V3 and a
validated copy of the Company’s Business
License, to be accepted
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Award of the contract will be based on the
price, quality of goods, documented
experience, and capacity to supply and
deliver on time to agreed distribution
points according to an agreed schedule

The shipment and delivery schedule for
each distribution point will be agreed to
during contract negotiations
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In case of delay without reasonable cause
in the Supply & Delivery of the goods
0.25% of total cost of undelivered
commodities will be charged as penalty
for each day of delay

All bidders should deposit AFN 200,000 as
bid security; otherwise, NAC has the right
to exclude the bid from the tender
process.

Note: All deposits will be refunded after
completion of the tender process.
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10. 2% Tax will be deducted from the
companies that has valid business license,
while 7% Tax will be deducted from the
companies that do not have a valid
business license. NAC
will pay the amount to Ministry of
Finance, and a receipt will be provided to
the contractor.
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11. Payment will be made in full (no advance
payments will be made) by NAC through a
bank transfer to company account within
15 days after successful Supply & Delivery
to the agreed distributions points as
described in Annex I. Delivery will be
completed when confirmed received by a
senior NAC staff member on site at the 12
